The

flowering of his coffee trees generally takes place in

February or March, and lasts a week.

The flower is harvested at the end of its cycle so as not

to interfere with fertilization and the birth of the new

generation of beans.  After harvesting, they are dried

on tables in the shade.  It is then sorted and stored..
